I. Call to Order by Sharon Hodges, Chair at 2:10 p.m.

IV. Determination of Quorum:  We waited for a while to give Tracy time to arrive.  We had a quorum with 5 council members present.    Determined by Valerie Pendergrass.
V. People in Attendance:  12 people were in attendance along with 5 Council members totaling 17 people present.

b. We discussed what statistics that we could get or that the board would like to see for the new fiscal year.  

a. Sharon Hodges asked if there was anything in our contract that we needed to report on that we were not currently being reported.  HR stated that the numbers we currently track are what is needed in Santa Fe.  Wanted to know if there was anything else that the board would like to see reported on.  Tracy commented that law enforcement would like to see if there are any trends going on.
b. We have lots of demographics reports that we can report on, like the average age, etc.
c. Dianne Green asked about tracking repeat offenders.  In Teen Court is only a one time shot.  People want to see how the program is going what it’s success rate is.  General feeling was that it would be a really hard to track.  We need to speak with our legislature to see if there is some way a tracking method could track that information.  Feeling was that it was important, but that it would be a rather impossible number to track.  

d. Oscar brought up that tracking arrests as compared to convictions would be valuable information.  It was agreed that it would be.

a. Make sure that announcement of meeting is in the newspaper.  Several saw it so we know that it was in, at least the day prior.

b. It was asked about which board members wanted to stay on.  Everyone said they would take another year.  Summer is difficult because of vacations.
c. Proxy was discussed.  It seems we are having a difficult time getting enough board members present to get a quorum.  It is important that we try and find someone to take their place when they can’t come.  We need to have at least 5 board members present to have a quorum.  RSVP’s are important.  We had a couple in the audience agree to be emergency proxies. A list will be set up for emergency Proxies so we will have a better chance of having a quorum.
d. Sharon Hodges reported that the Health Office was having a Grand re-opening on July 27, from 2-4.
e. Sharon Hodges would like to cooperation in getting the every 15 minutes going for this year.  Want to know if community partners will be able to support this or not.  Will be doing a survey to find out if having Every 15 minutes will even be possible.  Budgets have been cut everywhere so maybe we will need to do some outreach to see how much community support there is.  We need to try and get community Volunteers for these worth while programs.

f. HB 700 is finally at the disbursement point.  Grant looks good.  Would like to have a part-time person with the grant money should we get it.  Oscar would then be able to find time to do more elementary schools.

g. Our VIP panel is tonight.  Everyone is welcome.
h. On August 15, a discount prescription program will be offered thru the county at no charge, it will be open to anyone living in Otero County.
